Objective:  To experience the satisfaction and enjoyment of learning mathematics and accomplish personal academic goals.

Course Overview:

This course integrates the following topics: Integrations, improper integration, Differential equations (separable, inseparable, and first-order linear) and its applications, Infinite Series, power series, and Taylor and Maclaurin Series.  Vectors, 3-D Geometry (lines and planes), and complex numbers.  Proofs on Trig identities and mathematical induction.  Statistics (Binomial, Poisson, Normal Distributions).  The course will prepare for IB HL exam and will include one IB internal assessment portfolios.  Graphing Calculator (recommend non-cas N=spire) is required for this course.
Grades:

Individual Tests/Projects/Portfolios are worth 60%.

Daily assignments/IB practice problems are worth 8%.

Participation/citizenship is worth 2%.

Quizzes are worth 15%.

Final exam is worth 15%.

Grades at the end of the semester will be truncated to the whole number, not rounded up (for example, a 91.6 would be treated as 91 which would be an A-).

Individual Tests:  Tests make up a major portion of your grade.  This is where all the practice, hard work and extra help pay off!  After all my years of studying I can say that studying a little every day is the best way.  Do not wait until the night before the test.  The tests will be made up of straight concept problems and some application problems based on past IB exam questions.  
Quizzes: Quizzes will be given frequently.  Sometimes they will be given without warning.  These evaluations allow me to see how well you understand the new concepts and in what areas you need to practice more.  The best way to prepare for quizzes is to keep up with your daily learning.  
· If you score below 76% on a test, you will be eligible to retake the exam one time resulting in a maximum score of 76%. I will be available to help the retake preparation during the flex time. 
· You can replace your quiz percentage with your test percentage for each chapter, if it is of benefit to you.  

· You can replace your lowest test score from the semester with your final exam score, if it is of benefit to you. 

IB Exams: You are recommended to take the IB HL (higher level) exam in May.  If you are a junior, the AP BC exam is recommended.  Taking AP exam is optional, however, it might allowed you to earn the college freshmen mathematics credit.  Do your research in advance and prepare for your future. The expectation varies depending on the university.  

Exit Slips:  Exit slips will be frequently exercised during lessons.  Mastering the problems in the exit slips is a critical self-assessing tool indicating if you are keeping up with the current unit material.
Daily Assignment (Homework and Class Work):
All work must be organized and show the work (method).

Daily homework is due the next school day.  Completion of 70% on homework will give you full credit.  Partial credit will be rewarded to the completion of late homework by end of each unit.  All steps of each problem must be shown and the work must have corrected following the solution manual (www.calcchat.com).  The homework and class work are ways for to practice what you have learned and recognize areas where you may need a help.  Therefore, use these opportunities for your own learning.  
Participation/Citizenship:

Groups are used to teach problem solving, communication and cooperation skills.  Each member is encouraged to help the other group members learn the material.  You are expected to be a team player and to comply the group norms.

What can I do to succeed?

· Participate when your team is doing an exploratory activity or being presented with new information.

· Take notes of any information being presented by the teacher or the study guide.

· Start the assignment during class so that you can get help if you don’t understand something.

· Complete the assignment to the best of your ability and understanding.  As you work, check the answers which are in the back of the book to see if you’re on the right track.  Refer to your notes, the textbook, parent(s), or other students.  Write down any questions you have so that you can bet them answered on the next day.  You are in the best position to know what you understand and what you don’t yet understand.

· Come to class every day on time, prepared with required materials and your assignment completed.

· Check all your answers and make corrections with understanding.  If you don’t understand something, talk with the other members of your group at the appropriate times, and ask questions for the whole class, and participate when the solutions are presented.  If you still have questions, ask your team members or the teacher during class for individual help.  Try again to solve each problem with which you had difficulty.

· If you are confused, come in for extra help.  Don’t wait until the day before a test.
