In addition, the course will include IB HL Exam practice questions integrated throughout all the units.  Graphing calculator (recommend N-spire: Non-Cas) is required.

Individual Tests: Tests make up a major portion of your grade.  This is where all the practice, hard work and extra help pay off!  After all my years of studying I can say that studying a little every day is the best way.  Do not wait until the night before the test.  The tests will be made up of straight concept problems and some application problems based on past IB exam questions.  
Quizzes: These evaluations allow us to see how well you understand the new concepts and in what areas you need to practice more.  The best way to prepare for quizzes is to keep up with daily studying. 
· If you score below 76% on a test, you will be eligible to retake the exam one time resulting in a maximum score of 76%. I will be available to help the retake preparation during the flex time. 
· You can replace your quiz percentage with your test percentage for each chapter, if it is of benefit to you.  

· You can replace your lowest test score from the semester with your final exam score, if it is of benefit to you. 

IB Exam Problems: You are expected to reach a mastery level of the IB exam problems provided for each unit.  Keeping up with these practice problems will prepare you well for the finals and the IB HL exam in the long run.
Exit Slips:

Exit slips will be frequently exercised during lessons.  Mastering the problems in the exit slips is a critical self-assessing tool indicating if you are keeping up with the current unit material. 

Daily Assignment (Homework and Class Work):

All work must be organized and show your work (and method).

Daily homework is due the next school day.  70% completion of each daily HW will reward you full credit for that homework.  Partial credit will be rewarded if you complete the late HW by the end of each unit.  When you turn in the assignment for credit, all steps of each problem must be shown and the work must also be corrected following the answer key back of the book.  The homework and class work are ways for to practice what you have learned and recognize areas where you may need help.  Therefore, use these opportunities for your own learning.  
Participation/Citizenship:
Groups activities are also used to teach problem solving, communication and cooperation skills.  Each member is expected to comply the group norms and to be a team player.
What can I do to succeed?

· Participate when your team is doing an exploratory activity or being presented with new information.

· Read the notes in advance and take notes of any information being presented by the teacher or the study guide.

· Start the assignment during class so that you can get help if you don’t understand something.

· Complete the assignment to the best of your ability and understanding.  As you work, check the answers which are in the back of the book to see if you’re on the right track.  Refer to your notes, the textbook, your parent(s), or other students.  Write down any questions you have so that you can get them answered on the next day.  You are in the best position to know what you understand and what you don’t yet understand.

· Come to class every day on time, prepared with required materials and with your completed assignment.

· Check all your answers and make corrections with understanding.  If you don’t understand something, talk with the other members of your group at the appropriate times, and ask questions for the whole class, and participate when the solutions are presented.  If you still have questions, ask your team members or the teacher during class for individual help.  Try again to solve each problem with which you had difficulty.

· If you are confused, come in for extra help.  Don’t wait until the day before a test.
